There are several easy belt patterns 
you might like to try. Especially popular 
are fringed belts in Suede yarn.  We 
have several easy and free patterns with 
yarn purchase at both shops.

Vests are very popular and require 
much less knitting than a sweater with 
long sleeves.  We have several nice 
patterns in Rimini Rainbow yarn. Add 
your choice of decorative buttons and 
you have a masterpiece.

Show. Ours was knitted with 2 balls of 
Black Cashmerino Super Chunky. Easy 
to knit cable pattern with exclusive 
Serendipity Needles for handles. 
 
The Pistache Scarf, still much 
requested! This easy feather ‘n fan lace 
stitch utilizes 4 different textured, but 
coordinating yarns See ours in bright 
colors of Orange Chinchilla, Lime Zen, 
Multi Optik. Other colored versions can 
be yours, just mix and match the yarns to 
your hearts delight. Free pattern! 
   
What’s Knitting at Ironstone 
Darlene Marks, you’ve been patiently 
waiting, and your booklet #5B is now at 
Cape May, no charge to you.

Glimmer ($15) New soft and subtle 
metallic to knit into evening wear, or just 
for trimming. We’ve done a ribbed, very 
cropped, cardigan with #13 needles. 
  

What’s Knitting at Berroco Yarns 
Air ($12) Wool/Nylon 2.25sts on #11; 
lighter than air in striated colors. 
Foliage ($9) Wool/Acrylic  2.25sts on 
#11; beautiful fall colors in a soft blend. 
Runway ($22) This is hot hot hot with 
metallic ribbon strewn about. 3sts on 
#13. Easy triangle scarf makes it festive. 
Softy ($11.50) Many requests for this 
yarn, makes great sweaters. 
Suede ($12) Lots of easy projects, in 
cute hats, mittens, and now BELTS for 
quick to knit last minute gifts.
